A First For Jackson County

The two bald eagles above are making the first nestingtampt ever recorded in Jackson County. The exact locain is not
being made public, but is within the project boundaryof the Waterloo Recreation Area. The nest is not midarger than
that of a red-tail hawk this year, but will increase insize each year as the birds add more nesting material.

Bald eagles have been seen in Jackson County from tinﬁe to
time, especially during spring migrations, and occasionglly
